Gumede and Mamabolo took top honours over finalists Jody Fortuin, Tanielle Powell, Anzio Kevin September, and Ilse-Lee van Niekerk. In a search for the ultimate triple act, in order to be considered for the scholarship, these finalists had to excel in acting, dancing and singing. The two winners took home a combined scholarship to the value of R210 000 and are at liberty to choose their preferred arts course at any accredited South African institution. The competition was created in partnership with the Dramatic, Artistic and Literary Rights Organisation (Dalro) and Nedbank. Nedbank’s Maseda Ratshikuni said that the awards would make sure that they played their bit in building and preserving the love for arts and culture in the country. Nonthando Migogo, MD of Dalro, said, "It's an honour for Dalro once again to play a role in this exciting initiative. "In the last two years, the scholarship competition has showcased the remarkable wealth of talent and passion that exists and continues to grow among the theatre-loving youth of South Africa. This year, 2011, was no exception," Upon receiving her prize, Gumede said, "My passion for performance and musical theatre,in particular, has brought me here. I am proud to have been chosen and would like to use the scholarship to pursue my training at the University of KwaZulu-Natal. "More than a reward, winning the scholarship serves as a motivation for people in the KwaMashu area where I come from." Mamaholo, whose passion also lies in musical theatre, said, "I would like to study at the University of Cape Town or Rhodes University. Winning the scholarship means peace of mind, knowing that I can focus on my craft and my parents, and I don't have to worry about the financial aspect." The annual competition is open to all matric students who hope to pursue an acting career in the arts. "I heard about the competition through my drama teacher," says Lady Grey student, Mamabola "The drama society at my school has been involved in the competition for a while now. It was a long audition process. After coming up to Johannesburg for the finals, we were put through a gruelling three-week practice and performance schedule with members of the ACT." 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Mohlakeng-based model, Itumeleng Makhananesa, is a young man determined to make his mark on the world of modelling. "I want to take the whole world by storm and work with the best in the modelling and fashion industries," says Itumeleng. "I live by a verse that states that I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me." Itumeleng has recently been crowned Mr Eminence Models Worldwide 2011. New York-based Eminence Models recently launched an online competition where people could vote for their favourite model. "I was competing against the best in the world," says Itumeleng proudly. During his studies, he took part in a modelling competition and won the title of Mr SCO 2005/2006 and, with his partner, won the Best Couple award in the same competition. "This helped me realise that I have the ability and the qualities needed to model," says Itumeleng.
