3.1 TUT will on behalf of the artisan buy the necessary tools, which must be repaid to TUT.  At the artisan’s request, a loan at SARS interest rates will be granted to repay the department.

3.2 A tool allowance as per tariff list will be paid to the artisan for using his/her own hand tools.

3.3 The allowance will be paid as a non-pensionable allowance and will come out of Technical Services operational budget.

3.4 The artisan must maintain his/her hand tools to such extend that he/she is able to perform his/her duties to a required standard.
