This policy and its rules, guidelines, and procedures shall replace all previous policy and/or circulars on waste management. 

All previous policies and rules shall be rendered null and void by this approved policy.

1. POLICY ON WASTE MANAGEMENT 
It is the policy of theTshwane University of Technology (TUT) –

to ensure that no waste generated on its premises is handled in a manner that is detrimental to either humans or the environment in terms of any relevant legislation, rules or guidelines.

2. DEFINITIONS
In this document, unless the context indicates otherwise –

 “domestic waste” means refuse, such as food, wrappings, paper or cardboard;

“garden waste” means refuse generated by normal gardening activities, such as grass cuttings, leaves, plants, flowers and other similar small or light matter;

“hazardous waste” means refuse containing or having been contaminated by a corrosive agent, a flammable substance having an open flash point of less than 90 degree Celsius, or explosive, radioactive material, or a chemical or any other substance that is likely to endanger human health or safety;

 “medical waste” means waste generated by medical activities on campuses, such as sharps, bandages and expired pharmaceuticals;

“rubble waste” means refuse generated by demolition work, excavations or building activities on premises;

"TUT" means the Tshwane University of Technology, as duly constituted in terms of the Higher Education Act, 1997 (Act No. 101 0f 1997), as amended;

"University" means the Tshwane University of Technology, as duly constituted in terms of the Higher Education Act, 1997 (Act No. 101 0f 1997), as amended; and



“wet waste” means organic waste, such as left-over food.

RULES

3.1 The Policy on Waste Management should be read in conjunction with, including but not being limited to TUT's Policy on the Environment.

3.2
Contracts for waste recycling and disposal 


3.2.1  The University, being a generator of recyclable waste (paper, board, 



       beverage cans, bottles and plastic) shall enter into contracts with specific waste

disposal or waste recycling companies to recycle such waste on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit;

3.2.2 Where recycling is not possible, the University shall enter into contracts with 


        waste collection and disposal companies or the relevant local authority

(municipality) to collect the waste generated on its premises and dispose of it at an approved and licensed waste disposal site;

3.2.3   Staff SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 of the University shall not be allowed to do any recycling (sorting or selling)
                   of any waste generated on its premises for personal gain;

3.3    Waste management 

3.3.1 Although waste management systems and procedures may currently differ at

            the various campuses, the procedures given below should be introduced and

            followed at  all TUT campuses. 

3.3.2    Waste not listed in the procedures should be disposed of in a

 registered landfill or be removed by a specialist company.


           3.3.3    Incinerators may be used for waste disposal.
