General guidelines for abstract:

1. 
Use “centre” text alignment for the title (should not be longer than three lines)

2. 
Leave one line open between the title and the authors of the paper

3. 
Underline the presenting author

4. 
Leave one line open between the authors names and the addresses of the authors

5. 
Use “justified” text alignment for the text

6. 
The abstract must be in English

7. 
The aim, results and the conclusions should be emphasised, if necessary a brief description of the methods and equipment used can be included

8. 
The format must preferably be MS Word 

9. 
Your abstract may not exceed the margins as indicated above and you are limited to one page.

10. 
If you wish to include references, use Arial, 9 point typeface.  Leave one line open after the abstract, before inserting the references (a maximum of three references may be included) 

GUIDELINES FOR THE PREPARATION OF POSTERS

1. 
The maximum poster dimensions are:

2. 
Posters should be large enough to be viewed from a distance of one metre.

3. 
Each poster must have a heading indicating the title, names of authors (presenting author underlined) and their affiliation.

4.  
Posters with different dimensions used at another conference will also be considered.

5.  
All posters and presentations must be in line with the TUT Corporate image.
TWO additional poster formats are attached to the call for abstracts.  Delegates are free to choose which they prefer.  
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
