There is ongoing evaluation of study guide across the seven faculties  A comprehensive report on the state of affairs on study guide writing will be released in due time.  The overall observation is that the community is not aware of the existence of the TUT policy and template. Those who would like to tailor make the study guides to their faculty/department specifications should still follow the approved policy guidelines and use the approved template as the basis.  The rubric is useful for self evaluation and the evaluation form can be used for peer review.

It is recommended that as part of the ITP (Improving Throughput Project) the faculty coordinators and CDSP’s (Curriculum Development and Support Practitioners) link study guide writing and review to low performing subjects.  The study guides of subjects with low success rates should be prioritized for review.
