Department of Sport, Rehabilitation and Dental Sciences:  Article as published in the e-TUTor:

Prof Toriola heads Swedish/South African research project

The National Research Foundation (NRF) recently announced the approval of a research grant of R450 000 to support a bilateral Swedish/South African research programme, namely Physical education as a tool for developing public health and social skills. The project has been approved for a period of three years, commencing in 2008 and ending 2010. The total grant is worth more than R1 000 000, and both South African and Swedish researchers received an amount of R450 000. Another R100 000 plus is also available for other expenses.
The study concerns a comparative study of physical education in South Africa and Swedish schools through collaboration between TUT’s Department of Sport, Rehabilitation and Dental Science and the Department of Education at Göteborg University. Prof Abel Toriola, Head of the Department of Sport, Rehabilitation and Dental Science, will head the South African part of the study and Prof Göran Patriksson the Swedish part.
The project will draw on differences and similarities between the physical education provided to pupils in compulsory schools in the two countries, which seems to have repercussion on pupils’ health and their empowerment to participate in social activities. The study design will utilise several data-gathering techniques targeting the production of knowledge related to aspects of quality of physical education, sources explaining non-quality provision, the relative importance of general skills versus knowledge skills in the two countries, and the social construction of “excludable” groups of pupils.
According to Prof Toriola, “the answers to these questions are expected to produce not only detailed recommendations, but also complete proposals on a more holistic central curriculum for physical education in the two countries. Guidelines will also be generated that can help local schools to formulate theoretically informed and practice informing local syllabuses. We are also going to outline suggestions related to the incorporation of skills training in physical education teacher education. Lastly, a scheme on in-service training for physical education teachers in the two countries will be provided.” 

Five South African primary and secondary schools in Pretoria and Cape Town, and three schools (and one sport club) in the Göteborg region formed the initial basis for the research project. According to results from the pilot study, the two countries share some common educational aims and structures, while various professional and educational cultures at schools seem to vary significantly.

Other researchers participating in the study are Professor Lateef Oluwole Amusa of the Centre of Sport Science, University of Venda; and Professors Owe Strählman and Konstantin Kougloumtzis, both of the Department of Education at Göteborg University.
