EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The total number of students enrolled in the Faculty stayed more or less the same at 6621 compared to 6607 in 2009 with approximately 266 postgraduate students compared to 238 in 2009. 

During the year a total number of 1347 diplomas and B Tech degrees were awarded compared to 1374 during the previous year. This small deviation is just a statistical variation and not significant.

The number of postgraduate students stayed relatively the same with 21 Master’s degrees and 8 Doctorates awarded in 2010, compared to 26 and 3 for the previous year. The increase in Doctorates form 3 to 8 however is quite significant.
At the end of 2010, 78% or 159 out of 204 academic staff members had a Master’s or a Doctoral degree with 42 Professors employed. A total of 34% of academic staff have a doctorate degree. The number of rated scientists remained at 18, contributing to the success rate of post graduate students and research conducted in the Faculty.

The Faculty of Science boasts 18 of the 35 rated researchers at TUT.

The research output in accredited journals increased from 74 to 88 (although the final number will only be known after verification).  

It is expected that this significant increase in funding will have a major effect on the output of the faculty.  A large amount of money was spent on staff capacity building and many staff members were able to make use of the opportunity to enroll for postgraduate degrees. 

The Faculty of Science can look back on a successful year. We are very positive about the prospects for the next year now that we have all our academic staff in place.

Achievements & Highlights

Joining Executive Dean, Prof Pieter Marais, Prof Prince Ngobeni was appointed Associate Dean of the Faculty of Science to replace Prof Maja who retired. The Faculty of Science not only maintained its status as the leading contributor to research output within TUT during 2010 by awarding eight doctorates, but also showed huge progress in all other departments. 

The Department of Physics received R171,000 as a developmental grant towards the Dip: Industrial Physics programme which was approved by The Department of Higher Education and Training 

Not only was The Department of Animal Sciences instrumental in the establishment of the South African Reproduction Research Group, but it also showed great progress in the development of women in research when  Dr KC Lehloenya was selected as woman researcher of the year in the Faculty of Science.

Dimakatso Ramphisa, a final-year B Tech student at the Department of Crop Sciences, was honoured for being the best experiential training intern (nationally) by Agricultural Sector Training Authority (AgriSETA). AgriSETA has employed the services of independent service providers to conduct monitoring and evaluation on selected employers.

Building on their vision to maintain their status as one of the leading departments in the field of research, The Department of Environmental, Water & Earth Sciences took occupation of three new undergraduate laboratories; two post graduate laboratories and a state of the art molecular laboratory. The department further contributed to the total research output of the Faculty by contributing 14 papers in accredited scientific journals and five book chapters. M Tech: Environmental Science student from the department received the award for best presentation in the industrial division session at the conference of the Water Institute of South Africa (WISA) in Durban. Her presentation was entitled Recovery of Cu (II) from synthetic industrial wastewater using maize tassel. 
The Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences continued where they ended in 2009 by publishing an astonishing 21 papers in peer reviewed accredited journals, three times the number of papers published in 2009. 
The Niche Area: “Natural Products in Drug Development “not only won the TUT Niche Area of the Year award, but also hosted a very successful showcase on 22 October 2010, attend by Dr Phil Mjwara, Director-General of the Department of Science and Technology as well as representatives from industry, five other universities, staff and research specialists.

Other highlights and awards racked up by the department included the S2A3 bronze medal awarded to Ilze Vermaak. This prestigious accolade is awarded to the best masters student at TUT (Science, Engineering and Technology).  It also received the best publication award (pharmaceutics) from the Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences presented to Prof JH Hamman for his article entitled: Intestinal drug transport enhancement by Aloe vera.  

The Adcock Young Scientist Award (winner) was presented to Tafara Jwamba at the Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences Annual Conference in Polokwane. 

The Adcock Young Scientist Award (runner-up) was presented to Jeffrey Sibya at the Academy of Pharmaceutical Sciences Annual Conference in Polokwane. 

Prof Viljoen was invited to act as guest editor for a special issue of the South African Journal of Botany dedicated to volatile compounds in plants.

The department also boasted the first paper by a somatology staff member, Baatile Komane, accepted for publication in an accredited journal.  

The Gauteng Department of Agriculture and Rural Development (GDARD) awarded an amount of R 898 000-00 to the Department of Biotechnology and Food Technology for 2010.  The funds were utilized for student bursaries and a total of 24 students were assisted financially for the year 2010. 
The department further publishes five articles in peer reviewed journals in 2010 and submitted three more that were accepted for publication in 2011.

The Department of Nature Conservation concluded a memorandum of understanding with the City of Tshwane whereby students will be utilizing all the nature reserves in the area with regards to experiential training.  The department further improved its research output with 8 peer reviewed journal papers, 6 chapters in books, 3 international papers and 19 papers at national conferences. 

The Department of Chemistry started 2010 with Dr Nkambule appointed as the new Head of Department following the retirement of Prof McCrindle. Another welcome addition to the department was the appointment of a Section Head which hugely helped with the leadership and general strategy of this very large department.  The department continued to improve its research activities: notably, Prof Combrinck and Dr Regnier published 10 articles in 2010; Prof Ngobeni and Dr Panichev’s publications were rated in the top 3 in the journal of Hazardous Materials and Dr Mandiwana was accepted for a year-long post-doc fellowship in Canada.

The Department of Environmental Health as a lead partner in the Development Partnerships in Higher Education (DelPHE) project sponsored by Africa Academy for Environmental Health, handed over the Africa Curriculum for Environmental Health to the Director of the British Council at the 2nd All Africa Environmental Health Congress in Malawi. Further, head of the department, Ingrid Mokgobu, was elected on the steering committee of the Africa Academy for Environmental Health (AAEH) to focus on gender development. She was also one of a group of 10 female academics from higher education institutions across Southern and East Africa sponsored by the AAEH.
The Water Research Committee and CSIR in association with TUT, hosted public lectures’ event where Prof Paul Jagals together with eminent international scientists were presenters.  Lectures focused on children in water supply interventions and the impact of water and sanitation. 

Building on its research focus the Department of Environmental Health was invited to a needs assessment workshop relating to Capacity Building for Master’s and Doctorate students specializing in water and sanitation at the University of Gezira (Sudan).  

The Department of Horticulture showed a huge improvement in terms of research initiatives and training under the new leadership of acting head of Department Mr Attie Botha.  It held it’s very first departmental research day which bodes well for future research within the department. The department further restructured its Experiential Training at the Booysens training centre and also held a Green industry information day attended by the most prominent people in the horticulture industry in South Africa including Keith Kirsten. A gold award as well as the overall first prize was received for an exhibit at the 2010 Garden World Spring Fair. At the same event alumni of the department also won awards in the categories ‘Participants Choice’ and ‘best show garden’.

The Faculty completed its relocation to the Arcadia and Pretoria West sites at the end of 2008 and the seat of the Faculty is on the Arcadia Campus.  During this period a number of new laboratories were built on the Arcadia campus. Laboratory space remains the greatest problem for a Faculty where research is growing at a rapid pace
2.2        Distribution on Campuses

All Students within the Faculty of Science are located on the Pretoria and Arcadia campuses. However, in some cases such as Environmental

Health, Sport, Rehabilitation and Dental Sciences and Nursing part time courses are offered on Emalahleni, Polokwane and Nelspruit.

8.          COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

All Departments in the Faculty of Science have an element of community engagement within their department and programmes. Herewith are selected highlights from deprtaments.

During 2010 the Gauteng Department of Education project in collaboration with The Department of Environmental Health involved 53 primary schools with 10 000 learners situated in Soshanguve, Winterveld, Stinkwater and Hammanskraal.  The department input with regards to the WASH programme was as follows:

· Students designed posters for WASH programme and presented at different schools

· Provided health education per grade

· Observed and recorded hand wash techniques of learners

· Completed school hygiene checklist

· Assessed Primary School Feeding programme activities

The Adelaide Tambo School of Nursing Science continued with their mobile clinic project, however this project was integrated into the UNEDSA Nursing Community of Practice funded by the Atlantic Philanthropies on the 1st of July 2009. Women were also screened for cervical and breast cancer. The project team also arranged a fun day for the elderly where they received health education, played games and were treated with foot care. The elderly women were very proud of their red toe nails which were part and parcel of the pampering.
Crop Sciences has continued with the community training project in small-scale farming.  The objective of the project is to improve farming systems in community projects which will address food security in the small scale farmer’s community. The training also encourages farmers to train fellow community members, and expand from small to larger scale farming practices. This programme is capacitating primarily black men/women and youth with skills to participate in animal production (pigs, cattle’s and chickens) and crop production (vegetables and grain crops).

This program is financially viable due to external funding. The number of participants trained during 2010 was 63 (10 for the Vukuzenzele Community Project and 53 for the Kabokweni Community Project).   The course was sponsored by Petra-Diamond/Cillinan Mine and Mbombela Municipalityto a total of R341 840.00. Positive feedback was received from trained people, where they take back the knowledge obtained during training, to their communities in training others. Follow-up visits of previous training courses to communities to monitor progress and assist in problem solving, were also accomplished. Sponsors indicated that this training could continue during 2011.

9.         GOVERNANCE AND PLANNING
9.1       Risk management

A Faculty risk register was compiled during 2009 and was escalated down to individual registers for each department in 2010.

9.2       Strategic Plans
Each Faculty within TUT had to submit a business plan for the period 2009 – 2013. Most of the plans are long-term and will be monitored over a longer period.

The Faculty of Science consists of 14 departments; seven of these are situated on the Arcadia campus and seven on the Pretoria West campus. One of the 14 departments, Mathematics and Statistics, will continue to have staff on all the urban sites where they provide a valuable service to other faculties. 

The Faculty completed its relocation to the Arcadia and Pretoria West sites at the end of 2008 and the seat of the Faculty is on the Arcadia Campus.  During this period a number of new laboratories were built on the Arcadia campus.  Laboratory space remains the greatest problem for a Faculty where research is growing at a rapid pace. 

The Faculty is in an envious position because all of its current National Diplomas lead to B Tech degrees while most of the B Tech degrees lead to Master’s degrees.  In the Department of Sport, Rehabilitation and Dental Sciences a number of programmes are without a suitable Master’s degree and this is a matter of serious concern to the Faculty.

At the end of this reporting period, the HEQF was still not finalized leading to huge uncertainty with regards to future planning of the Faculty. Not knowing in which programmes we will be allowed to have postgraduate programmes makes future planning very difficult and almost impossible to plan for recruitment of staff. The future PQM of the Faculty depends totally on the HEQF and not having clarity is placing a huge damper on all aspects of planning.
