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POLICY ON INTERNATIONALISATION

This policy and its rules, guidelines and procedures replace all previous policy and/or circulars pertaining to internationalisation 

1. POLICY ON INTERNATIONALISATION
It is the policy of the Tshwane University of Technology (TUT) to enhance its world-class competitiveness and standing by subscribing to the principles of internationalisation in education and implementing relevant elements in applicable activities.
2. DEFINITIONS 

        INTERNATIONALISATION

Internationalisation is the process of integrating an international, intercultural or global dimension into the purpose, functions or delivery of higher education.
Internationalisation at TUT encompasses institutional and programme-level activities.

3. RULES
3.1. All internationalisation activities must be consistent with the TUT vision, mission and goals.

3.2. All international institutional level activities are subject to Executive Management Committee (EMC) approval.
3.3. TUT may only engage with reputable institutions and organisations of international standing, whose bona fides have been clearly established.
3.4. Internationalisation activities must be aimed at enhancing TUT academic and research capacity and global competitiveness.

3.5. Such activities must seek to enhance TUT's international profile and provide opportunities for academic networking.

3.6. Such activities should seek to generate additional income or be funded on a cost-recovery basis by accessing international and other funds. 

3.7. Internationalisation activities must be aimed at improving TUT teaching and learning, research and community service capacity and practices.
3.8. Where applicable, internationalisation activities should be supported by the TUT International Office.

3.9. The following set of activities are governed by this policy:

3.9.1. Institutional level activities with international institutions, organisations, governmental and non-governmental agencies.
3.9.2. Recruitment of international students 
3.9.3. Student exchange programmes

3.9.4. Staff exchange programmes

3.9.5. Research and development (subject to TUT Research and Development and related policies)

3.9.6. Cultural activities
3.9.7. Sport activities
